Easter Reflection 
 

We set on the journey and cast our nets into the deep 
ocean of life, hoping to draw others to Christ, our 
Redeemer.  But often we become discouraged and 
frustrated when we catch nothing or can’t see the 

fruits of our labor.  We want to give up and put our 
nets away.  Easter hope challenges us to continue our 
efforts, to press on, casting our nets into the sea of life.  
 

 

Every Sunday we are invited to gather as a community 
around the altar so that we may, like the disciples on 
the road to Emmaus, recognize and celebrate the 
presence of Jesus Christ in the breaking of the bread.  
During Easter, we are reminded that Jesus Christ has 
not abandoned us, but is always present, offering 
Himself in the Eucharist: the “source and summit” of all 
healing, forgiveness, and reconciliation. As our hearts 
rejoice, let us never forget to come to the banquet of 
life to touch, see, and taste the bread  
of salvation.  

 

Next Sunday, the Fourth Sunday of Easter, the 
Church celebrates WORLD DAY OF PRAYER 
FOR VOCATIONS as we pray that more men and 
women will be open to responding to the Lord’s call 
to service in the Priesthood and Religious Life.
